Inflorescence terminal, from the m ature stem, flowers only once , racemose, d ist ichous , erect; rachis zigzag , la t erally 
compressed , ancipitous. Floral bracts as long as ovary and periant h t ogether, lon g -triangular, condup licate, sp read ing, 
not imbricating, apex truncate , dentate , somewhat tinged with purple. Flowers 8- 14, successive , t o 5 open a t a time , all 
opening towards the same sid e of the raceme, green with sepals somewhat tinged wi t h purple . Ov ary inflated in t he apical 
2/3. Sepals lanceola te to oblanceolate, the lateral ones dorsally keeled, 1-veined. P,etals narrowly oblanceolate , obtuse, 
3 -veined . Lip united to the column, entire, obreniform, ecallose , with an obsolete central keel, base cordate , apex 
emarginate . Column straight. Clinandrium obsolete . Ant her ovoid, acute, with a low keel in front, 4- ceJled . Pollinia 4 , 
obovoid , laterally .compressed, subequal; caudicles soft a nd granulose, slightly longer than the pollinia; viscidium 
semiliquid , transparent . Rostellum slit . Nectary deep , penetrat ing h a lf the ovary. C apsule ellipsoid, sessile.
